CCNA Network Facilitation Group (NFG) role description
10.1 Role

The NFG functions to:

i) 
Promote effective communication within the network;

ii) 
Support state-based or regional networks, Working Groups and network members in their activities;

iii) 
Take responsibility for ensuring a Working Group is formed to organise each national Climate Action Summit; and

iv) 
Coordinate the production of the Network Bulletin.

10.2.a. Tasks

The NFG:

i) 
Meets monthly by conference calls and/or physical meetings at central locations;

ii) 
Circulates the minutes of its meeting to network members;

iii) 
Circulates proposals for campaigns and initiatives submitted to it;

iv) 
Responds to requests for support from network members and member groups;

v) 
Initiates the process to establish and support the Website Maintenance, Policy and Media Working Groups; and

vi) 
Seeks to equip the network with National Facilitators.

10.2.b. Tasks of individual NFG Representatives

NFG representatives:

i) 
Assemble climate action updates from their State/Territory/region (to enhance national communication);

ii) 
Assemble climate action updates from Working Groups;

iii) 
Seek and take direction from network members in their State/Territory/region on all matters relating to NFG meetings including proposals and agenda items;

iv) 
Act as a contact point for questions or feedback about the NFG.
